License Requirements

Candidate must be at least 21 years old

Must have graduated from high school or obtained a GED

Must complete a State approved 45-hours Real Estate Pre-License class or an equivalent
home study course

Must be of good moral character (no felony convictions, no delinquent child support,
state income tax or student loan payments)

Must pass the written State License exam

Upon completion of the pre-license course, the student will receive an Original Uniform
Real Estate Transcript, bearing an embossed seal. The license candidate must have this
transcript before calling the testing center for an appointment and it must be presented at the
test center on the day of the examination.

The fee for the state exam is $49.00

The state exam is a multiple choice Pass/Fail exam and is scored immediately at the testing
center. Passing grade is 75% or higher. Your photograph is taken and you receive all the
paperwork necessary to bring to the sponsoring broker of your choice.

You may take the state exam 3 times. After that, you must retake the course.
